BUSINESS TIPS

City of Sydney extends support measures

The City of Sydney is extending its support measures for small
businesses, community and cultural organisations until March
2021.

This includes reducing rents for some City of Sydney tenants,
waiving some fees and charges, and allowing greater flexibility for
people and organisations with a City of Sydney grant.

These measures are part of a recovery plan to support artists and
creative businesses to reactivate the city centre and surrounds.
 

Dine & Discover NSW voucher program

The Dine & Discover program will roll out across NSW from March
2021. Under the program, every NSW resident aged 18 and over will
receive four $25 vouchers worth $100 in total to spend at
participating businesses.

The vouchers will be divided into two categories:

two $25 vouchers to be used for eating in at restaurants, cafes,
bars, pubs and clubs from Monday to Thursday, excluding
public holidays.

two $25 vouchers to be used for entertainment and
recreation, including cultural institutions, live music, and
arts venues, available 7 days a week, excluding public
holidays.

Update on COVID-19 restrictions

The following measures are effective from Friday, 12 February for
the Greater Sydney region including Wollongong, Central Coast
and Blue Mountains:

1 person per 2 square metres will apply at all venues, except
for gyms. Weddings and funerals will still be subject to a 300
person cap.
Masks will only be mandatory on public transport, but will
strongly be encouraged in other indoor venues where social
distancing is not possible.

MONTHLY RECIPE

Chawanmushi (savoury egg custard) (serves 4)

Ingredients: 

4 large eggs   

4 shiitake mushrooms 

8 slices of carrot

4 prawns

8 Kamaboko fish cakes  

8 ginkgo nuts 

Dashi – mix 2 tsp of usukuchi soy sauce,  2 tsp of mirin, 1 tsp of
sake, 1 tsp of hondashi, 600ml water  

 

Method: 

1. Mix eggs with the dashi liquid then drain it with sieve into 4
separate ceramic cups

2. Put 1 mushroom, 2 carrots and 1 prawn into each of the 4
ceramic cups 

3. Cover the cup with a lid or aluminium foil, and put the
ginkgo nuts and fish cakes onto a small plate and steam for
7-8 minutes 

4. Remove the lid/foil and garnish the egg custard cups with the
steamed fish cake and ginkgo nuts on top, and serve
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
