The NSW Government has launched Dine & Discover NSW to
encourage the community to get out and about and support
dining, arts and tourism businesses.

NSW residents aged 18 and over can now apply for 2 x $25 Dine
NSW Vouchers and 2 x $25 Discover NSW Vouchers when the
scheme rolls out throughout March.

For businesses, once approved as a Dine & Discover NSW business,
you’ll be able to accept vouchers and redeem them through the
Service NSW for Business app.

HAYMARKET HISTORY

Australian-Chinese Ex-Services Monument

The monument located at the north end of Dixon Street in
Haymarket commemorates the sacrifices made by Australians
with Chinese heritage during several military conflicts in the past.

The site for the memorial was dedicated on the 11th November
2002 and the memorial was unveiled on the 14th March 2003. The
Australian Chinese Ex-Services Monument is designed as a
sculptural urban marker comprising 380 light rods which spiral
230 degrees around a central column. The circular geometry
echoes the belief in Chinese culture that death does not terminate
the relationships of reciprocity. The light rods represent
remembered soldiers and recall candles which are lit during the
ceremony of universal salvation.
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
