BUSINESS TIPS

Federal Budget
The Federal Government handed down its 2021-22 budget last
week, and HCC executive committee member Ruby Cheung, who is
the Director of Business Services and Taxation at William Buck,
shares her key insights:

Tax relief:

A drop in SME corporate tax to 25% from 1 July 2021
(currently at 26%). 

Low and middle income earners tax offset of upto $1,080
has been extended, (those earning $48,000 to $90,000 per
annum)

Packages for women/families including $1.7 billion
commitment to childcare subsidies with increases from 65%
to 95%, for families with two or more children.

Temporary loss carry-back extension to include FY21, FY22 and
FY23. Eligible companies will have earlier access to the tax
value of losses generated by full expensing deductions.

Individual tax residency rules will move to the bright line
test. If you’re here for more than 183 days in any income year,
you will be an Australian tax resident.

Superannuation guarantee (employee contributions) will
increase to 10% from 1 July 2021 (up from the current 9.5%) on
salaries.  

Superannuation contribution threshold lifted for employees
currently earning below $450 per month (not effective until 1
July 2022)

Immigration
Linda McCreath, Principal Lawyer of Abacus Visa Immigration
Lawyers, and HCC executive committee member shares her
analysis of the budget in regards to migration:

The 2021 federal budget suggests Australia’s international borders
will remain closed until mid- to late-2022. The migration quota
will remain at 160,000 places – just under half of those for skilled
migrants. Ultimately, there will not be any significant influx of
temporary or permanent migrants for at least another year. The
continued migration restrictions will also continue to have a
significant impact on businesses in areas such as Haymarket, that
rely on tourism and international students.

On a more positive note, the government has flagged ‘small
phased programs’ for international students starting late 2021 and
increasing into 2022. Further concessions for student visa holders
will be implemented, including allowing students employed in the
tourism and hospitality sectors to work more than 40 hours per
fortnight. This should offer some relief to both international
students and businesses (eg: restaurants) looking for staff.

For those unable to depart Australia before the expiry of their visa
due to travel restrictions, there is the option of applying for a
Subclass 408 (COVID-19 Pandemic event) visa. This visa allows you
to stay in Australia for a further 3 to 12 months. Those working in
the critical sectors of agriculture, food processing, health care,
aged care, disability care or child care can stay longer, for up to 12
months.

COVID-19 restrictions eased

COVID safe measures have been eased in Greater Sydney (including
Wollongong, Central Coast and the Blue Mountains).

Drinking while standing up is again allowed at indoor venues, as
is group singing indoors and dancing at nightclubs. Masks are no
longer compulsory on public transport or for customer-facing staff
in hospitality venues.
